Preparation
Ensure surface to be painted is sound, clean, 
dry and free from grease. Treat any mould 
or lichen with Sterilisation Wash as directed. 
Truguard Fine Textured Masonry can be 
applied directly over bare and previously 
painted surfaces provided these are clean, 
sound and firm. Chalky, underbound surfaces 
should be scraped, dry brushed and then 
given a coat of Truguard Stabilising Masonry 
Primer. Remove any limewash or distemper 
completely. Wear a suitable face mask when 
creating dust. Before applying Truguard 
Stabilising Masonry Primer to the whole 
surface, first carry out a test application to a 
small area.
